(Hartford, CT) — Hartford Public Library's popular Baby Grand Jazz series will be held this year
at Center Church (60 Gold St.), every Sunday at 3 p.m. from January 8th through April 23rd.
The final performance on April 30th will take place at another location to be announced. The
adjustments were made after the temporary closure of the Downtown Library due to water
damage.

“We thank Center Church for accommodating our Baby Grand Jazz concert series and look
forward to seeing everyone once again this season,” said Hartford Public Library President
and CEO Bridget E. Quinn. “I appreciate the hard work of HPL staff and our partners to ensure
that this staple of the Hartford music scene will continue while the Downtown Library is under
repair.”

Seating will be first come, first seated, starting at 2 p.m. each Sunday. No registration is
required. Concerts will continue to be streamed on Hartford Public Library's Facebook page and
YouTube channel.

Parking: Street parking is available and free on weekends. Parking in the Hartford Parking
Authority lot behind the Downtown Library is still available, a short walk away from Center
