Secondly, it will Minimize the 
Opportunity Gap through inclusive projects that help students: participate in a wide range of 
activities that expose them to new ideas and educational or economic opportunities; build 
trusting relationships with caring adults, mentors and industry professionals; and that help 
students hold themselves to high (but achievable) standards. This will be the second site of 
YOUmedia Hartford. It envisions reaching every teen in Hartford with high-quality, interest-
driven, peer-supported learning opportunities through the Connected Learning model.
