 CASE MANAGEMENT TO ASSIST WITH: 

o REFERRALS FOR MENTAL HEALTH, PHYSICAL HEALTH, HOUSING, AND ANY BASIC NEEDS 

o CONNECTION TO YEAR ROUND SHELTER BEDS AND HOUSING RESOURCES 
 

NO DRUGS, ALCOHOL OR WEAPONS ARE PERMITTED AT THE WARMING CENTER
