Mirren, Christopher Plummer, and Paul Giamatti; the film received multiple Golden Globe &
Academy Award nominations. His volumes of poetry include The Art of Subtraction: New and
Selected Poems. He has also written a volume of essays on literature and politics as well as The
Art of Teaching. His latest novel, The Passages of H.M., is a stirring novel about the adventurous
life and tragic literary career of Herman Melville.

The event is presented by Hartford Public Library and the Friends and Enemies of Wallace
Stevens. Jim Finnegan, President of the Friends and Enemies of Wallace Stevens, said “Our
guest speaker is accomplished in many genres: poet, novelist, biographer, critic, and
anthologist.
