Previous winners were the co-directors of Curbstone Press, Alexander Taylor 

and Judith Doyle, Rennie McQuilkin, co-founder of the Sunken Garden Poetry Festival, 

and novelist Wally Lamb. 

The Connecticut Center for the Book, winner of the 2002 Boorstin Award for its 

innovative programming, celebrates books, writers, readers, authors, illustrators, 

printers and publishers and the literary heritage of the state.
