The YOUmedia Mentor at YOUmedia Hartford is an instructor, artist, and technologist who guides teens with
exploring digital media and library resources. The Mentor plans and leads workshops and project groups in
arts and digital media, troubleshoots technological difficulties, and assists with program implementation. The
role requires arranging showcases of student work, staying up-to-date with emerging technologies and trends,
and managing supplies in YOUmedia work areas. The YOUmedia Mentor plays a critical role in ensuring
excellent service to all customers and meeting the community's needs.

Proficiencies in more than one discipline is
strongly preferred
